The report,
Private, Nonprofit Higher Education: Shaping Lives and Anchoring Communities (http://www.naicu.edu/PrivateCollegelmpact), which has
been partially updated to reflect data from the 2021-22 academic year, tells the story of the economic, social and cultural vitality that

private, nonprofit colleges and universities add to communities, regions and the nation.
