e Normal time to complete the program (in weeks, months or years).

e The tuition and fees the institution charges a student for completing the program within normal
time.

e The typical costs for books and supplies (unless those costs are included as part of tuition and fees),
and the cost of room and board, if applicable.

e The job placement rate for students completing the program , if required by the state or accreditor.

e  The median loan debt incurred by students who completed the program (separately by Title IV
loans, private loans, and institutional debt).

e  Other information the Secretary provided to the institution about the program.

Note: Final Rule published in the Federal Register on October 31, 2014 includes new Disclosure
requirements, effective July 1, 2015. However, disclosures will be made under the current
regulations until December 31, 2016. Institutions must comply with new disclosure requirements
by January 1, 2017.
